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Abstract: This paper presents the results of a Finnish study, focused on the impacts that changes in the transport system may have on the prerequisites for welfare of people, person groups, communities and the environment; the so-called welfare impacts. The main results are criteria for assessment of welfare impacts, estimated welfare impacts of two case studies and an application of multi-criteria decision aid (MCDA) technique MACBETH, the so-called Assessment​Aid. This application enables the stakeholders to discuss their values and objectives, and to compare the individual welfare impacts with each other. An important issue in this context is the link between the objectives and the evaluation of impacts, as well as the underlying values that influence the selection of planning methods. 
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
